Verbs are action words – i.e. jump, yell, discover

Adjectives are words that describe nouns – i.e. fantastic, grumpy, hilarious

*You may want to use a dictionary or a thesaurus to help you find words or synonyms.


When you have found your words, identify the type of word (noun, adjective, or verb) and write 1-3 sentences explaining why each word applies to you. For each word, you will also need to take an interesting photograph to represent the idea or object. You may only use an image from the Internet if it is impossible to take a photograph yourself. You will be assessed on the creativity of your word choices, the insight you put into your explanations, and the 
You may choose to present your ABC book as:
