Literature Circles Requirements
Part A: Reading/Group Meetings
· Hand in all completed role sheets for each meeting with your group (7 roles in total)
· Participate in all discussions (twice weekly, for a total of 7 meetings)
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Part B: Novel “Jackdaw” 
A Jackdaw is a relative of the crow that likes to collect things. A literary “Jackdaw” is a collection of materials that deals with a particular topic or theme. The materials are packaged in a large envelope that is artistically designed to illustrate the topic of the Jackdaw. Your assignment is to create a Jackdaw for your novel. 
Requirements for the Jackdaw:

1. The Envelope:

Your envelope should package your material in a creative and artistic way. Use visuals and words that speak to the overall theme (big ideas!) of the novel. Include at least 3 important quotes from the novel on your envelope. 

2. Artifacts/Documents:
You must include at least 5 artifacts/documents in your jackdaw. Two must come from type 1 (more writing) and the other three can come from type 2 (less writing). You can always choose more type 1 if you like!

Part C: Drama Presentation
· Pick an important scene or series of scenes from your novel. The scenes do not necessarily have to be sequential. Your drama presentation should last 2-5 minutes.
· Write a script that includes dialogue and actions (you can include additional information that you infer from the book).
· Practice your scene(s) with your group until you know your lines/actions very well!

· On the day of the presentation, one person from your group should give a brief summary of any information the other students need to know to understand your skit.
· You must hand in a copy of your script on the day you present your skit to the rest of the class

· Your presentation will be evaluated by your peers as well as the teacher (based on: expression, clarity, blocking/actions, planning, professionalism)
