The Giver: The Assignments
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	       You are a part of the Committee of Elders who is in charge choosing an assignment for a particular Twelve in your community.  Through the past few months, you have been observing his/her behaviour in the community and recorded a series of activities that he/she was part of.  Your job is to formally write a report on these observations and then determine which Assignment the Twelve should be given.  

	
	        You should have at least 3-5 reasons why you think this Twelve should be given the Assignment you have chosen.  The report should also include the character/personality attributes (patience, wisdom, playfulness etc.) that he/she displayed during your observations.  Your judgment must be accurate as there is no room for error.  We do not want the same failure we experienced with the previous Receiver of Memory. 


Examples of Assignments (but not limited to)

Nurturer, Caretaker of the Old, Labourer, Doctor, Lawyer, Birthmother, Researcher, Judge, Director of Recreation, Childcare Specialists, Instructor of Threes, Fish Hatchery Attendant, Sanitation labourer, Engineer
Sample character/personality attributes 

Playfulness, patience, wisdom, intelligent, physically strong, hardworking, honesty, gentle, maturity, foolishness, indolence, courage, integrity


Example: Jonas, the Receiver of Memory has these qualities; intelligence (top student), integrity 
(admitting his mistakes), courage (not afraid of hardships), wisdom (acquired through experience), and 
Capacity to See Beyond (the apple incident).

Here is a checklist for you to use while writing the report:

· Observations (recount)

· Reasons (using evidence from the recounts)

· Character/personality attributes (also deduced from recounts)

· Proper Paragraphs
