Things To Do When “I Don’t Have Homework!”
Language:
· Check to see if you can work on any upcoming assignments

· Start a journal and write in it!

· Read – a novel, newspaper, magazine, etc.

· Explore some media tools…for example, you could create a movie on animoto.com or make a Powerpoint about an interesting subject or create a Bitstrips comic or Wordle

· Log onto an educational website…for example: biography.com, linktolearning.ca, discovery.com

· Review or set some academic, personal, and other goals

Math:
· Review your homework and revisit concepts taught in class that day

· Review multiplication and division facts, divisibility rules, problem solving strategies, etc.

· Look for examples of statistics, probabilities, graphing and data management in newspapers or magazines

· Play a card game! They almost always include counting, probability, patterning and algebra. 

· Explain a math concept to a parent or family member

History/Geography:
· Review your notes – highlight key points
· Study for any upcoming quizzes or tests

· Read the newspaper to stay in the loop with world events
· Watch the news on television…have a discussion with your family about what you’ve seen/heard/read

· Go online to research a topic that you’re currently studying – you may find an individual that interests you, an event, etc…you may even find a movie about it!

Science:
· Review your notes – highlight key points

· Study for any upcoming quizzes or tests

· Research a concept online or visit a science-themed website (i.e. howstuffworks.com, Discovery.com, a whole bunch of other sites are here: http://www.kidsites.com/sites-edu/science.htm)

· Watch a science documentary on television (Discovery channel)

French:
· Study for any upcoming quizzes or tests

· Watch some programming on French television

· Practice verbs and vocabulary

· Read French instructions for things in your home and try to follow them

· Find some French games to play online

Music:
· Bring your instrument home and practice

· Listen to music you wouldn’t normally listen to!

· Research a composer, instrument, or a piece of music that you appreciate
